KS1 EXPECTATIONS FOR SPELLING 

MOST PEOPLE READ WORDS MORE ACCURATELY THAN THEY SPELL THEM. THE

YOUNGER PUPILS ARE, THE TRUER THIS IS. 

BY THE END OF YEAR 1, PUPILS SHOULD BE ABLE TO READ A LARGE NUMBER OF 

DIFFERENT WORDS CONTAINING THE GPCS THAT THEY HAVE LEARNT, WHETHER OR 

NOT THEY HAVE SEEN THESE WORDS BEFORE. SPELLING, HOWEVER, IS A VERY 

DIFFERENT MATTER. ONCE PUPILS HAVE LEARNT MORE THAN ONE WAY OF SPELLING 

PARTICULAR SOUNDS, CHOOSING THE RIGHT LETTER OR LETTERS DEPENDS ON THEIR 

EITHER HAVING MADE A CONSCIOUS EFFORT TO LEARN THE WORDS OR HAVING 

ABSORBED THEM LESS CONSCIOUSLY THROUGH THEIR READING. YOUNGER PUPILS 

HAVE NOT HAD ENOUGH TIME TO LEARN OR ABSORB THE ACCURATE SPELLING OF 

ALL THE WORDS THAT THEY MAY WANT TO WRITE.

KS1 - SPELLING ASSESSMENTS 

There are 2 ways in which spelling is assessed at the end of year 2. 

1) Through ongoing writing assessments. The class teacher assesses a piece 
of written work 3 times per half term. Within that assessment they are 
looking for application of taught spellings. 



KS1 SPAG TEST

2)At the end of each term pupils in year 1 and 2

will take part in a formal spelling assessment. 

They will not usually know that it is a test. We call

them quizzes! 

At the end of year 2 pupils will sit  a compulsory SPAG

test. 

Thetest consisted of two components.

ÅPaper1-Aspelling task.

ÅPaper2- Grammarbased questions

These tests are not compulsory yet, however at Manor we use them to inform our teacher 
assessments and pupils will sit these tests at the same time as their other SATS tests. 



KEY STAGE 2 (OWLS AND PENGUINS)

ÅThroughout KS2, spelling follows a similar pattern as 

year 2. 

ÅEach teacher is expected to teach, from the National 

Curriculum, the spellings for their pupils mixed year 

group as the NC has set an end of lower key stage 

requirement (year 3/4) and an end of KS 

expectation. 

ÅTeachers may choose to teach a discrete spelling 

lesson or teach the spellings within the English lesson.

ÅSpellings should be set each week as homework. 



KS2 - SPELLING ASSESSMENTS 

As KS1 spelling is assessed in 2 ways. 

1) Through assessment of Independent Writing (Big Writes) 3 times per half 

term. 



KS2 SPAG TESTS

2) Each term the pupils will sit a spelling test as part of our termly assessments. 
Teachers will then use this test to assess the children's progress and to plan for the 
following term. 

* At the end of year 6 pupils will sit a

national compulsory SPAG Test. 

Thetest consisted of two components.

ÅPaper1-Aspelling task- 20 spellings

ÅPaper2- Grammarbased questions

ÅAs these tests are compulsory pupils will sit these tests at the same time as their 
other SATS tests in May. They are then sent off to be marked externally  and are 
reported nationally.

STRATEGIES TO HELP WITH SPELLINGS 

What we do at school 

Look, Say, Cover, Write, 

Check! 

Look carefully at the word then read it out loud, 

cover it, write it then check. Repeat several times. 

Always make sure the word is spelt correctly in the 

first place. Use a dictionary for this. 

Syllables Listen to how many syllables there are and break the 

word into smaller parts. 

(Sep-tem-ber) 

Root Words Find its root word 

(Smiling = smile + ing)

Analogy Use words that you already know to help 

(could-would-should)

Mnemonics Make up a rhyme or sentence to help 

(Could ðO U Lucky Duck)
